Useful to Know 
	A new benefit has been introduced to support 16 to 24 year olds into work if they have been unemployed for six months. Applications opened on Monday 17 August.
Job Start Payment is a one off £250 payment to help with the costs of starting a new job. The upper age limit rises to 25 for care leavers and the payment rises to £400 if the person has a child.

The hourly rate for the minimum wage depends on your age and whether you’re an apprentice. You must be at least school leaving age to get the National Minimum Wage and aged 25 to get the National Living Wage - the minimum wage will still apply for workers aged 24 and under.

Apprentices
If you are in your first year of your apprenticeship, then you are legally entitled to at least the apprenticeship National Minimum Wage of £4.15 per hour.
If you are aged 19 or over and have completed the first year of your apprenticeship, then you are legally entitled to at least the National Living and Minimum Wage rates relevant to your age group.
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
